5.2 million people in the UK are currently receiving treatment for asthma: 1.1
million children (1 in 10) and 4.1 million adults (1 in 12).

There were just under 1,400 deaths (1,381) from asthma in the UK in 2004 (40
were children aged 14 years or under). On average, 4 people per day or 1
person every 6 hours dies from asthma

An estimated 75% of hospital admissions for asthma are avoidable and as many
as 90% of the deaths from asthma are preventable.

USA (American Lung Association) - Based on the 2004 NHIS sample

An approximate 30.2 million American citizens, or 104.7 per 1,000 citizens, has
been diagnosed with asthma.

Children / teenagers age 5-17 years have the highest prevalence rates. In 2004,
140.1 per 1,000 children were diagnosed with asthma.

Females have had consistently higher rates than males in the USA. In 2004,
females were approximately 6% more likely than males to be diagnosed with
asthma.

Annual Economic Cost of Asthma to the USA in 2004 $16.1 billion; indirect
costs, lost productivity. Prescription drugs direct medical expenditure; $5
billion. The value of lost productivity due to death represented the largest
single indirect cost at $1.7 billion. Total annualized estimated cost in 2004;
$22.8billion,

A study by the American Lung Association Asthma Clinical Research Centers
found that the inactivated influenza vaccine is safe to administer to adults and
children with asthma, including those with severe asthma. If 50% of asthmatic
adults and children received the flu vaccine then $379 million could be saved in
hospitalization costs. Currently, fewer than 10% of children and 40.4% of adults
with asthma receive the influenza vaccine.

Asthma remains a major public health concern. The condition accounted for an
estimated 14 million lost school days in children and 14.5 million lost work days
in adults.



Australia - (The Asthma Foundation Australia)

A significant proportion of the Australian population has asthma. The
prevalence of asthma in Australia is high by international standards

In Australia in 2001, there were approximately 2.2 million people with asthma
(11% of males and 13% of females). Asthma affects 14-16% of children (approx 1
in 6) and 10-12% of adults (approx 1 in 10). A significant proportion of the
Australian population has asthma.

Overall, the prevalence of asthma does not differ substantially among the
states or territories or between major cities, inner regional areas and outer
regional and remote areas

Asthma deaths occur in all age groups, while very few deaths occur in
childhood, the risk of dying from asthma increases with age. 62% of all deaths
due to asthma occur in people aged 65 years and over. Older people with
asthma have an increased risk of dying from asthma during winter

The prevalence of asthma in children in Australia is high compared with most
other countries. Estimates of the prevalence of current asthma in children
range from 14% to 16%

Children aged 0 to 4 years are the group that most commonly visits GPs or
emergency departments or is hospitalized for asthma

Asthma can result in time off work or school and some restriction of
participation in physical and social activities. A greater proportion of people
with asthma report having days away from work or study over a 2-week period
(11.4%) than people without asthma (7.9%)

The report shows that across all age groups 1.4% of total recurrent health
expenditure (an estimated $693 million) was spent on treating asthma in 2000-
01

|About prevalence and incidence statistics in general for Asthma:

The word 'prevalence’ of Asthma usually means the estimated population of people
who are managing Asthma at any given time (i.e. people with Asthma). The term
‘incidence’ of Asthma means the annual diagnosis rate, or the number of new cases of
Asthma diagnosed each year (i.e. getting Asthma). Hence, these two statistics types
can differ: a short disease like flu can have high annual incidence but low prevalence,
but a life-long disease like diabetes has a low annual incidence but high prevalence.
